We invite men, and the entire congregation, into a
transformative journey centered around one
powerful truth: healing requires honesty.

Our theme, “Safe Spaces: Strong Men, Safe Men,
Saved Men,” emerges from James 5:16, where
Scripture teaches that confession, prayer, and
community are essential for healing and wholeness.
In a culture that encourages men to suppress pain,
conceal struggles, and carry burdens alone, God
offers a different path. He creates spaces where
truth is welcomed, burdens are shared, wounds are
healed, and lives are transformed.

As 1 often say, “Men cannot be healed where they
cannot be honest.”

Many men are physically alive but silently
experiencing spiritual, identity, physical, and
relationship death. Too many suffer behind smiles,
hide behind titles, and carry wounds that have never
been addressed. Yet throughout Scripture, God
meets men in their moments of vulnerability, not
performance. From Adam hiding in the garden, to
David confessing his failures, to Peter being
restored after his denial, we see that God does His
deepest work when men stop hiding and start
healing.

Throughout this month, we will challenge ourselves
to create safe spaces within our hearts, homes,
church, and community through activities that foster
connection, wellness, and authentic relationships.

These devotional moments are designed to
encourage authentic reflection, courageous
conversations, intentional prayer, and
transformational growth. My prayer is that every
man who participates will become stronger in faith,
safer in relationships, and more surrendered to
Christ. As men heal, families heal. As families heal,
churches heal. As churches heal, communities heal.

May this month be a season of restoration, renewal,
and revival.
